system, and they adhere to these by signing them upon joining the company. Additionally, on the intranet, employees have
direct access to these documents.

a. The required information consists of data aimed at background verification, acceptance of anti-corruption policies,
ethical conduct and code of principles, conflict of interest declaration, and, if applicable, the relevant documentation
required by the Authorized Economic Operator (AEO) program. More specifically, regarding imports, the supplier provides
information for each shipment, including quantity of material, its origin, and beneficial ownership. This information is
recorded and stored in our SAP DMS module. The transportation routes are required on a case-by-case basis and suppliers
always respond to our request. This information only keeps recorded in emails exchanges.

During this period and based on the Compliance Officer's management reports, it has been duly noted the effective
implementation and compliance to Integrity Program. Ongoing training initiatives for staff, including the annual training
plan and specific training sessions, have continued. Additionally, the management of the background verification system
for external collaborators and the storage of related documentation has been maintained. Procedures has been updated
accordingly, and efforts have been made to integrate these updates into the Annual Compliance Audit Plan for the Integrity

Program, along with maintaining its risk matrix.

In accordance with the applicable legislation, our company has a compliance hotline and encourages its use for receiving
inquires, request for guidance, complaints, or reports of situations or behaviors contrary to our Code of Principles in an
anonymous and confidential manner. The reporting channels (telephone and web form) are available to external
collaborators, such as our suppliers, on our website, under the Integrity Program section.

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g. Describe the Producer’s method for identifying Conflict-Affected and High-Risk Areas (‘CAHRA”)."

To identify Conflict-Affected and High-Risk Areas (CAHRA) our approach is based on a review of the information available in the
Sustainability Report of our sole supplier. This report provides details about the countries where our supplier conduct
mineral-related operations. Based on this information, we can stablish a framework for evaluating areas of interest.

In determining CAHRA"s we take into account the sources recommended by the London Metal Exchange (LME) listed in their
document “Appendix C: Guidance Note on Conflict-Affected and High-Risk Areas (CAHRAS)” of their guidelines. Among these
sources, those we have considered due to their free availability are the Indicative, non-exhaustive list of conflict-affected and
high-risk areas under Regulation (EU) 2017/821 (CAHRA List), and the TDI Sustainability CAHRA Index. These tools allow us to
identify regions and countries that may be at risk due to conflicts or high-risk situations.

When we identify that our supplier operates in a country classified as a CAHRA, we conduct a detailed analysis, which includes
several key aspects:

* Source of Raw Material: We examine the source of the raw material to ensure it is not sourced from conflict areas that could
compromise the integrity of our supply chain.

* Logistic of Shipment and Transportation Routes: We evaluate the shipping ports and transit routes used for our raw material to
identify and mitigate potential risks along the transportation route to its final destination.

* Supplier Certifications: We review whether our supplier has the corresponding certifications in the areas/countries identified as
CAHRAS, ensuring they meet international standards for sustainability and social responsibility.

sound decisions. It reflects our dedication to ethical, responsible, and lawful practices. By adhering to the Code, we ensure that we align with our Purpose, Values, and Breakthroughs, enabling us to make the right
choices as we pursue our goals.

Broader sustainability and human rights approach: As part of our broader human rights approach, Producer A is committed to sourcing responsibly, which includes an integrated set of activities to identify and
manage human rights risks in our supply chain.

All employees are required to complete Code of Conduct training, and our on-site inductions (completed by contractors and employees) include elements of the Code. Our Code, Sustainability Policy, Supplier
Minimum Requirements and internal performance requirements regarding responsible sourcing, including our modern slavery due diligence program are available on our website and internal intranet.

We have recently launched our External Supplier Portal which significantly improves the access and availability of information to support suppliers at all stages of their engagement with Producer A, including:
- Outlining the expectations and requirements we place on our suppliers, such as complying with our Safety, Code of Business Conduct and Modern Slavery requirements

- Guides and information to support existing suppliers engaging in working with our systems

- Resources and training links including guidelines, terms and conditions, and more

- A dedicated contact form for suppliers to address their queries

The Brand follows supply chain due diligence processes of its managing owner, hereinafter referred to as ‘the Company’.

The Company’s Code of Conduct confirms the commitment to responsible and ethical business conduct and requires that risk-based third-party due diligence
(TPDD) assessments are undertaken of third parties. The third-party risk management (TPRM) process, known as the Know Your Third Party (KYTP)
Procedure, sets defined risk criteria, risk rating methodology and outlines the mandatory due diligence requirements and processes when engaging with third
parties, whether it is a new engagement, renewed engagement, or extension of relationship.

The process ensures that risks represented are adequately identified, assessed managed and monitored, whether related to potential trade and economic
sanctions, export controls, bribery and corruption, money-laundering/counter terrorism financing, other economic crime, enforcement actions, labour or human
rights issues, denied party transactions, world bank debarments, adverse media, political exposure, health, safety and environmental violations/issues, or other
ethical or reputational concerns (collectively referred to as ‘business integrity risks’). This process is required for all third-party engagements, including
suppliers, customers, contractors, vessels, acquisition targets and joint venture partners.

The Company uses a risk-based approach to determine the appropriate level of due diligence review to be performed on a third-party. Consideration is given
to key risk indicators to determine the nature and scope of due diligence, including country risk, value of engagement and nature of the engagement. A list of
high-risk activities has been identified that would always require a higher level of due diligence, which includes the supply of metal and minerals to the
Company.

All third parties, including other parties to the transaction, must undergo baseline due diligence at a minimum, which includes screening of the third-party
against the Company’s internal watchlist and global sanctions, regulatory enforcement and other government watchlists. Third-party engagements that exceed
the inherent risk criteria, or if risks were identified during the baseline due diligence, require a higher level of due diligence.

During the due diligence assessment, the Third-Party Risk Management Team will identify any potential red flags and risks related to business integrity risks.
Upon completion of the due diligence review, a risk rating is applied using a consistent risk rating methodology and a due diligence report is issued to the
relationship owner, which may include risk mitigation measures that must be applied prior to engaging the third-party.

All employees are required to complete annual mandatory Ethics and Compliance training, which includes training on the KYTP Procedure, as part of the
overarching Business Integrity Compliance Programme. Employees who engage with third parties undergo Supplier Management training relevant to their role.
Details related to the overall programme (including due diligence processes) are published on the Company's intranet. The piloting of the new TPRM platform
referred to in 2a, was accompanied with multiple targeted employee training sessions as part of the comprehensive change management plan for the pilot and
group rollout of the new TPRM platform, supported by a dedicated resources centre. To communicate the due diligence process to suppliers, and the public
more broadly, The Company's external facing website has a section on Responsible Value Chain that provides details on why and how the Company
maintains supplier due diligence and ongoing monitoring.

A TPRM Management Committee has been established to oversee the implementation of the TPRM program. Membership comprises senior management
representatives from key functional areas.

For the 2024 reporting period, due diligence reviews were undertaken on 14,193 third parties across the Company:
* 7,834 baseline screening reviews
* 6,359 third-party due diligence reviews.

A total of 71,953 third parties were subject to ongoing monitoring.

A transformation of the TPRM program commenced in 2023 to optimize TPRM and remains on track for delivery in Q2 2025. The objectives include: reducing
complexity; improving support for responsible carbon goals; enhanced sanctions compliance; provision of enhanced country risk management; reduction in
crime risks; and reduction in corruption risks.

As the new process was introduced part-way through the 2024 reporting period as a pilot, data is not yet available within the new format. Once
implementation is completed, data will be more accessible at Brand level, and enable distinguishing between supplier type.

		Text9: The Brand follows supply chain due diligence processes of its managing owner, hereinafter referred to as ‘the Company’. 

The Company’s Code of Conduct confirms the commitment to responsible and ethical business conduct and requires that risk-based third-party due diligence (TPDD) assessments are undertaken of third parties. The third-party risk management (TPRM) process, known as the Know Your Third Party (KYTP) Procedure, sets defined risk criteria, risk rating methodology and outlines the mandatory due diligence requirements and processes when engaging with third parties, whether it is a new engagement, renewed engagement, or extension of relationship. 

The process ensures that risks represented are adequately identified, assessed managed and monitored, whether related to potential trade and economic sanctions, export controls, bribery and corruption, money-laundering/counter terrorism financing, other economic crime, enforcement actions,  labour or human rights issues, denied party transactions, world bank debarments, adverse media, political exposure, health, safety and environmental violations/issues, or other ethical or reputational concerns (collectively referred to as ‘business integrity risks’). This process is required for all third-party engagements, including suppliers, customers, contractors, vessels, acquisition targets and joint venture partners. 

The Company uses a risk-based approach to determine the appropriate level of due diligence review to be performed on a third-party. Consideration is given to key risk indicators to determine the nature and scope of due diligence, including country risk, value of engagement and nature of the engagement. A list of high-risk activities has been identified that would always require a higher level of due diligence, which includes the supply of metal and minerals to the Company.

All third parties, including other parties to the transaction, must undergo baseline due diligence at a minimum, which includes screening of the third-party against the Company’s internal watchlist and global sanctions, regulatory enforcement and other government watchlists. Third-party engagements that exceed the inherent risk criteria, or if risks were identified during the baseline due diligence, require a higher level of due diligence.  

During the due diligence assessment, the Third-Party Risk Management Team will identify any potential red flags and risks related to business integrity risks. 
Upon completion of the due diligence review, a risk rating is applied using a consistent risk rating methodology and a due diligence report is issued to the relationship owner, which may include risk mitigation measures that must be applied prior to engaging the third-party. If the risks are significant and not capable of being remedied or managed, the engagement with the third party will be prohibited, or if an existing third-party, measures will be taken to exit the relationship. Results of the due diligence review are confidential and may not be disclosed outside the Company.

Third parties that have been engaged are subject to ongoing monitoring and periodic review for the duration of the business relationship. 

The Company piloted a new TPRM platform starting Q3 2024, with full implementation scheduled for Q2 2025. The platform will be used for the submission and management of third-party due diligence assessments that will lead to enhanced efficiency through automated screening and communication, enhanced user access and improved records management. Other improvements introduced include:

•	A dedicated platform for submitting TPDD requests, performing TPDD assessments, preparing TPDD reports, communication of outcomes, tracking of risk mitigation completion status, undertaking ongoing monitoring and periodic reviews
•	Enhanced third-party monitoring 
•	Automated assessment expiry notices
•	Improved risk-based assessment methodology 
•	Integration of the assessment process with the vendor master data management platform (supplier management tool)
•	Optimised alert management for active third parties.  

The TPRM team maintains complete and accurate records of all completed due diligence reports in accordance with the Company’s Record Retention requirements.


		Text10: All employees are required to complete annual mandatory Ethics and Compliance training, which includes training on the KYTP Procedure, as part of the overarching Business Integrity Compliance Programme. Employees who engage with third parties undergo Supplier Management training relevant to their role. Details related to the overall programme (including due diligence processes) are published on the Company's intranet.  The piloting of the new TPRM platform referred to in 2a, was accompanied with multiple targeted employee training sessions as part of the comprehensive change management plan for the pilot and group rollout of the new TPRM platform, supported by a dedicated resources centre. To communicate the due diligence process to suppliers, and the public more broadly, The Company's external facing website has a section on Responsible Value Chain that provides details on why and how the Company maintains supplier due diligence and ongoing monitoring. 

Furthermore, suppliers have a dedicated section on the Company’s website which includes details on working with the Company such as the Supplier Code of Conduct and a clear statement that the Company may choose not to work with suppliers who do not meet expectations. Below are some of the documents available for suppliers:

•	Supplier Code of Conduct - comprising provisions on health and safety, business integrity, respect for others and the environment, as well as our expectations of suppliers during due diligence activities. Update was performed in Q3 2024, with greater prominence of due diligence processes.
•	Cyber Security Requirements for Suppliers
•	Sustainable Procurement Principles

The TPRM platform pilot in Q3/Q4 2024 was relevant to internal management processes, and did not have material impact on suppliers, other than a streamlined digital completion of supplier questionnaire. The changes and enhancement of expectations to suppliers and the public have been communicated via an update to the Supplier Code of Conduct performed in Q3 2024.

The supplier questionnaire has been redesigned to be more fit for purpose and targeted in its application. It is also electronically delivered and integrated into the automated procedures.


		Text11: To oversee the implementation of the KYTP Procedure, a dedicated TPRM team has been established within the Company’s Group Ethics & Compliance function under the leadership of the General Manager, TPRM, reporting to the Group’s Chief Ethics & Compliance Officer. The TPRM team's role includes the responsibility to perform all due diligence assessments. 

A TPRM Management Committee has been established to oversee the implementation of the TPRM program. Membership comprises senior management representatives from key functional areas.

The team reports to the Chief Ethics & Compliance Officer. The team has recently undergone changes to better reflect the risk management processes. All roles are within TPRM, with additional contractors supporting the TPRM team and individuals who report directly to assets that are considered higher risk due to their locations. 


		Text12: Minimum information required for all third-party due diligence requests include:
•	Full legal name, incl. trading name and/or local language name 
•	Registered address & country 
•	Company registration number 
•	Type of business relationship 
•	Proposed scope of work (e.g. draft agreement) 
•	Payment details: name and country of payer/payee (if different to the third party), country of bank account 
•	Delivery details: country where goods will be delivered, or services rendered. 
•	Any other parties to the transaction 
•	For goods supply: country of origin of the goods (if known) 
•	Any adverse press, allegations or other information known by the requestor (including any affiliations that would give rise to a potential conflict of interest situation or other business integrity risks) about the third party or any of its directors, management, shareholders and/or beneficiaries.

Additional information may be required from the third party based on the level of due diligence applied. This is usually done by way of a third-party questionnaire, which includes questions on: 
•	Directors and owners
•	Approach to compliance and other business integrity issues
•	Approach to labour and human rights 

Depending on the nature of the risks identified during the due diligence assessment, risk mitigation actions may be required to be completed prior to engagement with the third party, which may include specific contractual requirements.  

All risk mitigation actions are recorded in the due diligence report, issued via email to the requestor and Relationship Owner. For High or Very High risk rated reports the risk mitigating actions are also recorded in the Group's Enterprise Risk Management platform. Once the piloted TPRM platform is launched in Q2 2025, all risk mitigation actions (irrespective of the risk rating, will be recorded and tracked in the TPRM platform. Per the transacting and monitoring requirements set out in the KYTP Procedure, all records are retained in accordance with the Company's Record Retention requirements for 7 years.

Third parties that have been engaged, the Company are maintained within the Company’s business solution system (SAP) with a unique vendor record/number and contains some of the information collected above. The vendor record includes details of: Company name; Street and postal address; Phone, fax, and email contact details; Preferred language / communication methods; Taxation numbers (for the relevant countries).

Outside of the due diligence processes, additional information is retained and reported upon as part of the Company's annual reporting suite. This includes all taxes and royalties paid by the Company (Taxes Paid Report and Annual Report), ownership and corporate structure including joint venture / subsidiary details (Annual Report), mineral and metal production and values (Annual Report), location of all mines, refineries, and smelters within the Company (Annual Report) and information on substantial Shareholders in the Company (Annual Report).


		Text13: For the 2024 reporting period, due diligence reviews were undertaken on 14,193 third parties across the Company:
•	7,834 baseline screening reviews 
•	6,359 third-party due diligence reviews.

A total of 71,953 third parties were subject to ongoing monitoring. 

A transformation of the TPRM program commenced in 2023 to optimize TPRM and remains on track for delivery in Q2 2025. The objectives include: reducing complexity; improving support for responsible carbon goals; enhanced sanctions compliance; provision of enhanced country risk management; reduction in crime risks; and reduction in corruption risks. 

As the new process was introduced part-way through the 2024 reporting period as a pilot, data is not yet available within the new format. Once implementation is completed, data will be more accessible at Brand level, and enable distinguishing between supplier type. 


		Text14: The Company’s has a dedicated confidential grievance mechanism and reporting programme. Anyone who has concerns or information relating to misconduct or improper circumstances or behaviours connected to the Company may raise such issues under the programme. This includes, just to name a few, current and former employees, contractors, suppliers, service providers, trainees, joint venture partners, members of the communities where the Company operate, and their partners, dependants, and relatives.

A person can safely and confidentially report concerns in several ways, including online, by telephone or email, across all countries in which the Company operates and in multiple languages.

Concerns and reports of misconduct are received and managed by the Business Conduct Office (BCO), a dedicated team that is independent of other lines within the business. The BCO work to ensure that reports are treated confidentially, fairly, respectfully, and safely. Matters that need specialist expertise are assigned to external experts. By using internal investigators and subject matter experts and/or external specialists, the Company can ensure that every matter is handled by the most relevant, independent, and knowledgeable party.

The reporting programme procedure is available on the Company's public website.


		Text15: Engaging with third parties in countries with high political, economic, or regulatory risks necessitates a higher level of due diligence than countries with a stable political and economic environment. The risk rating of the country where the third party will deliver the goods, services or project is an inherent risk indicator used to determine the minimum level of due diligence. Country risk is also considered having regard to the country of incorporation / registration, country of bank account and/or payment is being made to/received from, country of origin of goods and country of end destination. The country risk ratings are informed by a range of leading country risk indices relevant to business integrity risks, including sanctions, bribery and corruption, financial crime, human rights, conflict, and environment. The Country Risk Classification is reviewed at least annually. The following country risk classifications will always require a higher level of due diligence: 

•	Prohibited countries - Countries where comprehensive (i.e. country-wide) sanctions apply by the US Office of Foreign Assets Control, and any other countries deemed undesirable by the Company
•	Restricted countries - Countries with significant presence of individuals and businesses included on the US Office of Foreign Assets Control's Specially Designated Nationals and Blocked Persons List, conflict regions, countries on the EU List of Non-Cooperative Jurisdictions list, restricted destinations per the Company's Export Controls procedure, and specific “free zones”.
•	High-risk countries - Countries with a score of ≤60 on Transparency International's Corruption Perceptions Index, EU CAHRA List, FATF grey listed countries, Global Slavery index and others.

For certain materials, where upstream provenance is crucial and a specific material framework exists, that framework is utilised. For example, engagements and products connected to renewable energy is subject to an enhanced due diligence process which, under certain conditions, require supply or value chain analysis. This process incorporates several risk indicators, including CAHRAs.

Due to the specifics of the production processes (both for zinc and lead) with the start of the
negotiations for the supply of any kind of material the following information is required from every
specific supplier: type of material, quality/analysis; origin of the material; quantity; delivery period and
delivery terms. A signed supply contract is available and kept on paper and as well as on server as
pdf.

The following documents are required for completing the delivery dossier and are kept in original:
transport documents CMR 8 CIM & B/L; certificate of analysis and weight; invoice; import custom
declaration (if needed); certificate of origin (if needed); EUR 1 and T2L; insurance policy; producer's
Material Safety data sheet (MSDS).

The Responsible Sourcing policy (the Policy) ensures the sustainable development criteria are met during
interaction with suppliers of raw materials, goods and services. The Policy sets out the principles of
responsible supply chain management at the Company, which are applicable to the Company and to its
subsidiaries, as well as to their counterparties. The Company communicates the updated version of the Policy
to all stakeholders via its official website.

The Policy structure reflects the Company's priorities with regard to responsible sourcing and its approach to
the risk management throughout its supply chain, in particular:

- outlines approach to the responsible sourcing, including raw material supplies, in line with the Organisation
for Economic Co-operation and Development Due Diligence Guidance for Responsible Supply Chains of
Minerals from Conflict-Affected and High-Risk Areas (“the OECD Guidance”);

Regarding communication to suppliers: standard forms of agreements were amended to include a clause with
a requirement to comply with the Company's sustainability requirements listed in the Policy and the Code.

Regarding communication to employees: the Company holds annual training events that include getting
familiar with the provisions of the Policy and the Code; the Group has launched an online training course on
responsible supply chains that includes getting familiar with the provisions of the Policy and the Code.

Supply chain Due Diligence Management System ("DDMS") of the Company was launched several years ago,
now implemented by Sustainable Development Department.

The Standard primarily defines areas of responsibility within the due diligence process. The Standard regulates
a due diligence procedure based on 5-Step Due Diligence Framework of the OECD Guidance, including
responsibilities, tools, processes and actions.

Supply chain due diligence procedure is applicable to all current and potential suppliers of the Company. A
potential supplier undergoes due diligence prior to entering into contractual relations. The procedure
ensures control over and transparency of the mineral supply chain.

For potential supPIiers information on inclusion of the responsible sourcing clause in the contract is posted on the
official website of the Company.

According to the annually updated tool for identification of all participants of raw material supply chains, the
Company sourced metal-containing raw materials used for the brand production, from four suppliers in
2024

- three internal suppliers;
- one external supplier.

All of the suppliers were classified as current and, according to the Company's Supplier Due Diligence
Schedule Plan for 2025, underwent the repeated due diligence as per the following procedure:

1. Notifying the suppliers. Experts of the Company provided the suppliers with the KYS Questionnaire,
the Supply Chain Mapping Questionnaire, and the Questionnaire of the Supplier Compliance with the Code
of Conduct.

The indexes are proxy variables of CAHRA characteristics, namely in terms of corruption and money laundering,
political instability or repression, institutional weakness, insecurity, collapse of civil infrastructure and widespread
violence, human rights abuses and violations of national or international law.

		Text9: The Responsible Sourcing policy (the Policy) ensures the sustainable development criteria are met during interaction with suppliers of raw materials, goods and services.  The Policy sets out the principles of responsible supply chain management at the Company, which are applicable to the Company and to its subsidiaries, as well as to their counterparties. The Company communicates the updated version of the Policy to all stakeholders via its official website.   
The Policy structure reflects the Company's priorities with regard to responsible sourcing and its approach to the risk management throughout its supply chain, in particular:
- outlines approach to the responsible sourcing, including raw material supplies, in line with the Organisation for Economic Co-operation and Development Due Diligence Guidance for Responsible Supply Chains of Minerals from Conflict-Affected and High-Risk Areas (“the OECD Guidance”);
- provide an overview of ESG priorities of particular relevance to the Company's responsible supply chain management regarding environmental protection, social responsibilities, occupational health and safety and corporate governance;
- focusses on the Company due diligence management system. 
The Policy was developed based on corporate, national and international laws and regulations. 
 
The Company also implemented the Supplier Code of Conduct (the Code). The Code defines the requirements to the counterparties to conduct their business according to the principles of sustainable development. In case a supplier does not fully meet the Code requirements, the Company may initiate a process of identification and management of supply chain risks and may review its relations with the supplier upon taking the corrective actions. The Code was developed based on corporate, national and international laws and regulations.

		Text11: Supply chain Due Diligence Management System (“DDMS”) of the Company was launched several years ago, now implemented by Sustainable Development Department.
 
In addition to the Department for Managing Sustainable Development System, other Company units participate in the due diligence procedure.
 
The Company implemented the Standard for Responsible Supply Chain Due Diligence Management System. The Standard primarily defines areas of responsibility within the due diligence process. The Standard regulates a due diligence procedure based on 5-Step Due Diligence Framework of the OECD Guidance, including responsibilities, tools, processes and actions. 

The appendices to the Standard include the following DDMS tools:
- The “Know Your Supplier” Questionnaire (KYS) collects up-to-date information on a supplier, its owners and operations as part of the supply chain due diligence. 
- Minerals Supply Chain Mapping Questionnaire maps all supply chain steps and information on materials.
- The purpose of the CAHRAs Assessment Tool is to enable the Company to identify Conflict-Affected and High-Risk Areas (“CAHRAs”) in its supply chains. 
- The Supply Chain Risk Assessment Tool identifies, assesses, and facilitates decision-making on supply chain risks.
- Report on the Supply Chain Due Diligence, which is published annually.

		Text12: Supply chain due diligence procedure is applicable to all current and potential suppliers of the Company. A potential supplier undergoes due diligence prior to entering into contractual relations. The procedure ensures control over and transparency of the mineral supply chain. 
For potential suppliers information on inclusion of the responsible sourcing clause in the contract is posted on the official website of the Company.
 
According to the annually updated tool for identification of all participants of raw material supply chains, the Company sourced metal-containing raw materials used for the brand production, from four suppliers in 2024: 
- three internal suppliers;
- one external supplier.
All of the suppliers were classified as current and, according to the Company's Supplier Due Diligence Schedule Plan for 2025, underwent the repeated due diligence  as per the following procedure:
 
1. Notifying the suppliers. Experts of the Company provided the suppliers with the KYS Questionnaire, the Supply Chain Mapping Questionnaire, and the Questionnaire of the Supplier Compliance with the Code of Conduct.
2. Receiving data from the suppliers. The suppliers sent back their filled-out questionnaires along with supporting documents for subsequent analysis and risk assessment using tools listed in section 2с).    
3. Assessing risks.  Based on the documents submitted by the suppliers, the experts of the Responsible Sourcing and Audits Section:
- identified the suppliers and sub-suppliers;
- identified the type of raw material;
- defined the entire supply chain;
- assessed the supplier using the CAHRA assessment tool;
- analysed information posted on publicly available sources;
- evaluated a level of compliance with the Supplier Code of Conduct;
- identified presence/absence of red flags for potential or actual adverse impact.
4. Responding to risks.  No red flags were identified for the suppliers. 
5. Preparing the report. Based on the supplier risk assessment, internal reports on the supplier due diligence were prepared for each supplier. These reports indicate the presence or absence of a red flag. Due diligence for 2024 identified no red flags. The internal reports serve as a basis for the Report on the Supply Chain Due Diligence, which is published annually.
 
SAP ERP control system over the mineral supply chain
The enhanced due diligence on supply chains implies a monitoring procedure, which includes raw materials flow audits. The raw materials flows are managed via the SAP ERP system.

Producer X's Responsible Sourcing Framework (Framework) is an intelligence and risk-based decision framework
which integrates the management and improvement of ESG performance into our Source to Contract, Supplier
Relationship Management and contract lifecycle of our inbound supply chain commercial activities process.

		Text9: The Responsible Sourcing policy (the Policy) ensures the sustainable development criteria are met during interaction with suppliers of raw materials, goods and services.  The Policy sets out the principles of responsible supply chain management at the Company, which are applicable to the Company and to its subsidiaries, as well as to their counterparties. The Company communicates the updated version of the Policy to all stakeholders via its official website.   
The Policy structure reflects the Company's priorities with regard to responsible sourcing and its approach to the risk management throughout its supply chain, in particular:
- outlines approach to the responsible sourcing, including raw material supplies, in line with the Organisation for Economic Co-operation and Development Due Diligence Guidance for Responsible Supply Chains of Minerals from Conflict-Affected and High-Risk Areas (“the OECD Guidance”);
- provide an overview of ESG priorities of particular relevance to the Company's responsible supply chain management regarding environmental protection, social responsibilities, occupational health and safety and corporate governance;
- focusses on the Company due diligence management system. 
The Policy was developed based on corporate, national and international laws and regulations. 
 
The Company also implemented the Supplier Code of Conduct (the Code). The Code defines the requirements to the counterparties to conduct their business according to the principles of sustainable development. In case a supplier does not fully meet the Code requirements, the Company may initiate a process of identification and management of supply chain risks and may review its relations with the supplier upon taking the corrective actions. The Code was developed based on corporate, national and international laws and regulations.

		Text10: The Company communicates the updated versions of the Policy and the Code to all stakeholders via its official website. 
 
Regarding communication to suppliers: standard forms of agreements were amended to include a clause with a requirement to comply with the Company's sustainability requirements listed in the Policy and the Code.
 
Regarding communication to employees: the Company holds annual training events that include getting familiar with the provisions of the Policy and the Code; the Group has launched an online training course on responsible supply chains that includes getting familiar with the provisions of the Policy and the Code.
 

		Text11: Supply chain Due Diligence Management System (“DDMS”) was launched several years ago. The Company's Sustainable Development Section is responsible for supply chain due diligence process and the DDMS system update. In addition to this section, other Company's units participate in the due diligence procedure.
 
List of those participated in the due diligence procedure is provided in the Enterprise Standard for DDMS. The Standard defines a due diligence procedure at, based on 5-Step Due Diligence Framework of the OECD Guidance, including responsibilities, tools, processes and actions. 
 
The appendices to the Standard include the following DDMS tools:
- The “Know Your Supplier” Questionnaire (KYS) collects up-to-date information on a supplier, its owners and operations as part of the supply chain due diligence. 
- Minerals Supply Chain Mapping Questionnaire maps all supply chain steps and information on materials.
- The purpose of the CAHRAs Assessment Tool is to enable the Company to identify Conflict-Affected and High-Risk Areas (“CAHRAs”) in its supply chains. 
- The Supply Chain Risk Assessment Tool identifies, assesses, and facilitates decision-making on supply chain risks.
- Report on the Supply Chain Due Diligence, which is published annually.
 
The 2024 revision of the Standard includes the following:
- updated wording for definition of internal and external suppliers;
- specified applicability of the red flag to external suppliers; 
- amended red flags, including clarification of their wording, to comply with the OECD Guidelines and RMI's updated approach to auditing;
- information gas been added regarding sending a copy of the Supply Chain Due Diligence Report to the audited supplier, as well as information on the period and place of storage of documents received from the supplier;
- updated form of the Supply Chain Due Diligence Report to include a list of red flags; 
- methodology of the CAHRA assessment tool has been modified and the index values have been updated;
- Names of departments and positions have been updated in all sections and Appendices of the Standard.

		Text12: Supply chain due diligence procedure is applicable to all current and potential suppliers of the Company. A potential supplier undergoes due diligence prior to entering into contractual relations. The procedure ensures control over and transparency of the mineral supply chain. For potential suppliers information on inclusion of the responsible sourcing clause in the contract is posted on the official website of the Company.
 
In 2024, the Company sourced metal-containing raw materials from one supplier only. In 2025, the Company carried out due diligence for 2024. Due diligence revealed no red flags, which is stated in the Company's internal report and Report on the Supply Chain Due Diligence, which is published annually.
 
The following procedure was used for the the Due Diligence:
1. Notifying the suppliers. The Company provided the suppliers with the KYS Questionnaire, the Supply Chain Mapping Questionnaire, and the Questionnaire of the Supplier Compliance with the Code of Conduct.
2. Receiving data from the suppliers. The suppliers sent back their filled-out questionnaires along with supporting documents to enable the Sustainable Development Section to carry out analysis and risk assessment using tools listed in Section 2с).   
3. Assessing risks.  Based on the documents submitted by the suppliers, the Sustainable Development Section:
- identified the suppliers and sub-suppliers;
- identified the type of raw material;
- defined the entire supply chain;
- assessed the supplier using the CAHRA assessment tool;
- analysed information posted on publicly available sources;
- evaluated a level of compliance with the Supplier Code of Conduct;
- identified presence/absence of red flags for potential or actual adverse impact.
4. Responding to risks.  No red flags were identified for the suppliers.  
5. Preparing the report. Based on the supplier risk assessment, Sustainable Development Section prepared internal reports on the supplier due diligence for each supplier. These reports indicate the presence or absence of a red flag.  Due diligence for 2024 identified no red flags. The internal reports serve as a basis for the Report on the Supply Chain Due Diligence, which is published annually.
SAP ERP control system over the mineral supply chain
The enhanced due diligence on supply chains implies a monitoring procedure, which includes raw materials flow audits. The raw materials flows are managed via the SAP ERP system. 
Database and record-keeping system 
The Company keeps digital files of DDMS tools, documents received from suppliers during due diligence and enhanced due diligence, and suppliers' risk management plans for 5 years as specified in the Enterprise Standard.
Digital files of supporting documents are kept in its Corporate Document Storage System. Hard copies of the documents are stored in the archives of the Company.

		Text13: In 2025, the supplier assessment analysis was based on the completed KYS Questionnaire, Supply Chain Mapping Questionnaire, the Questionnaire of the Supplier Compliance with the Code of Conduct, documents confirming the extent of compliance with the Code or justification for certain Code requirements being inapplicable and other publicly available data.
In order to improve the efficiency of the supplier analysis and assessment:

- CAHRA assessment tool methodology was expanded.

		Text14: The Grievance mechanism was launched several years ago to ensure prompt response to reported violations, abuses and embezzlement. Its remit extends across all business units of the Company as well as contractors and subcontractors operating and providing services at the Company facilities. 

		Text15: The Company has its own CAHRA Assessment Tool. The Tool identifies conflict-affected and high-risk areas in the supply chain. The final list of indices selected for the tool includes those recommended by RMI and are consistent with the OECD Guidance's definition of CAHRA, which is also reflected in the methodology description. The indexes are proxy variables of CAHRA characteristics, namely in terms of corruption and money laundering, political instability or repression, institutional weakness, insecurity, collapse of civil infrastructure and widespread violence, human rights abuses and violations of national or international law.
The selected indexes are published by international NGOs and research institutes. Three key risk areas defined in Annex II of the OECD Guidance, i.e., conflicts, human rights and governance, are also covered by the indexes. They are regularly updated and provide the comprehensive information on country level having left only few countries uncovered due to data unavailability.
